For example: Reading Aloud,
Journal Writing etc.

Weighted Assessment for which marks attained count towards
assessment the subject grade. For example: Listening
(WA) Comprehension, Topical Test etc.

Standardised Assessment that is carried out, scored and
assessment interpreted in a consistent manner within the school.
